M y p r e v i o u s c l e p a i t m e i i t ( F . l e c t r i c a l 
F . i i g i n c e r i n g ) t o l d m e this , my present 
d e p a r t m e n t says this , a n d a l l o f f i c i a l 
d o c u m e n t s that I receive f r o m the school 
( i n c l u d i n g those f r o m the F A O i tsel f ) 
address m e as e i t h e r 'TrKF.- .^" o r "0.5 
i rF.K." suggest ing that I a m c o n s i d e r e d to 
be i n a five-year p r o g r a m . There is n o 
poss ib le way that I c o u l d c o m p l e t e my 
academic a n d c o - o p r e q i r e m e n t s i n less 
that five years. Besides, by the t i m e I 
graduate , I a m to s p e n d the e q u i v a l e n t o f 
f o u r vcars a t t e n d i n g classes.

They h a d p l e n t y o f t i m e ( f o u r a n d a h a l f 
years) to " c o r r e c t " my status w i t h the state. 
T h i s i n c i d e n t has cost m e a large s u m o f 
m o n e y a n d caused m e u n n e e d e d anxie ty . 

I I a s i m i l a r s i t u a t i o n has o c c u r r e d to y o u , 
please contac t me. A n y s u p p o r t a n d 
i n f o r m a t i o n f r o m p e o p l e w h o have h a d 
the same p r o b l e m w o u l d be a p p r e c i a t e d .

u n w a r y o c c u p a n t . S t u d e n t s n o t o f f i c i a l l y

a p a r t m e n t m a n a g e r a n d an a p a r t m e n t 
s u p e r i n t e n d e n t f o u n d that i n C o l o n y 
M a n o r a l o n e t h e r e exists over 25 p e o p l e 
" l i v i n g i n the basement . " I n the event o f a

O n e 
p a r t i c u l a r p r o b l e m o n c e o c c u r r e d i n 321 
Racquet Club . " T h e r e exists o t h e r negative 
external i t ies associated w i t h n o n - c o n t r a c t 
tenants. A c c o r d i n g to P i ckard , " A l o n g w i t h 
the e n d a n g e r m e n t o f lives, the h i g h e r 
d e n s i t y o f s tudents creates i t i o r e p a r k i n g 
p r o b l e m s , especia l ly i n C o l o n y M a n o r . I t 
also adds to the cost o f m a i n t e n a n c e . " 
A c c o r d i n g to P i c k a r d , " R e n t w i l l n o t be 
accepted f r o m a p a r t m e n t s w h e r e we have 
s tudent (s ) n o t o n c o n t r a c t l i v i n g i n the 
u n i t . We w i l l i n f o r m the person(s) p a y i n g 
r e n t that i t w i l l be necessary f o r a l l 
p e r s o n ( s ) p a y i n g r e n t t o be u n d e r 
c o n t r a c t " A n o t h e r t o p i c that was ra ised 

s the " m o v e - o u t " i n s t r u c t i o n s a n d pol i c ies 
p r o v i d e d by each a p a r t m e n t c o m p l e x .

P r e v i o u s l y , C o m p u t e r S c i e n c e 
s t u d e n t s w e r e r e q u i r e d to take several 
c a l c u l u s courses , a n d an a d d i t i o n a l 
m a t h e m a t i c s c o u r s e c a l l e d A p p l i e d 
Stat ist ics . T h i s has n o w been c h a n g e d t o 
a r e q u i r e m e n t o f the course c a l l e d 
D i s c r e t e M a t h e m a t i c s I I . 

B e g i n n i n g Fal l q u a r t e r next year, A L L 
e n t e r i n g C o m p u t e r Science s tudents w i l l 
be r e q u i r e d t o take Discrete M a t h e m a t i c s 
I I , a n d w i l l n o t have t o take A p p l i e d 
Stat ist ics . A g a i n , th i s r u l e w i l l a p p l y 
O N L Y t o e n t e r i n g s tudents n e x t year. 

A s f o r c u r r e n t l y m a t r i c u l a t e d 
C o m p u t e r S c i e n c e s t u d e n t s , t h e 
r e q u i r e m e n t is m o r e f l e x i b l e .

T h o s e are the w o r d s o f F r e d Flmes , R I T 
g r a d u a t e a n d d i r e c t o r o f c i n e m a t o g r a p h y , 
f o r such f i l m s as the cul t favorite Eraserfwad 
a n d the recent release Blue Velvet, s t a r r i n g 
K y l e M c F a c h l a n , L a u r a D e r n a n d Isabel la 
Rosselline. B o t h films were created u n d e r 
the d i r e c t i o n o f D a v i d L y n c h , a m a n w i t h 
a p a s s i o n f o r t r a n s l a t i n g t h e d a r k , 
f o r e b o d i n g landscapes o f n i g h t m a r e s to 
the s i lver screen. H e r e t u r n e d to c a m p u s 
last week, s p e a k i n g w i t h s tudents a n d 
g r e e t i n g f o r m e r i n s t r u c t o r s a n d 
acqua in tances as p a r t o f an i n f o r m a l 
r e u n i o n . 

E lmes rece ived his degree i n 1969 as a 
g r a d u a t e o f the P h o t o g r a p h i c I l l u s t r a t i o n 
p r o g r a m .

A c c o r d i n g to H o w a r d Lester, an assistant 
p r o f e s s o r i n t h e d e p a r t m e n t , " O u r

Flmes f i n i s h e d the p ic ture , even t h o u g h he 
h a d m i n i m a l exper ience w i t h 3 5 m m black 
a n d w h i t e stock. S ince t h e n , F lmes has 
d o n e second u n i t p h o t o g r a p h y f o r Dune, 
w h e r e L y n c h e n t r u s t e d h i m w i t h d e v i s i n g 
effects f o r the e laborate d r e a m sequences.

t o preserve t h e u n i q u e n e s s of t h e H o l o c a u s t . T h e r e can be n o 
ana logy b e t w e e n events such as the Holocaus t , the I n q u s i t i o n a n d 
t e c h n o l o g i c a l def ic ienc ies such as C h a l l e n g e r a n d C h e r n o b y l . I n 
Wiesel 's o p i n i o n t h e H o l o c a u s t w a s a n "Ec l ipse of h u m a n i t y , 
m a d n e s s at a l l levels . " I n 1945 t h e e n t i r e n u c l e a r c a p a b i l i t y w a s 
u s e d .

A s a teenage boy, W i e s e l w a s a n i n m a t e 
at t h e A u s c h w i t z a n d B u c h e n w a l d d e a t h c a m p s . A s u r v i v o r of 
t h e H o l o c a u s t , El ie doesn ' t w r i t e o r speak d i r e c t l y a b o u t t h e 
H o l o c a u s t . T h e o n l y exception is h is f irst b o o k , Xtght. H i s p r i m a r y 
t h e m e is; f a i t h i n a w o r l d so insane a n d a b s u r d as to make f a i t h 
d i f f i c u l t i f n o t imposs ib le .

The jeuys of Silence p u b l i s h e d i n 1966 s h o w e d 
t h e p l i g h t of Soviet Jews. H e is a l e a d i n g f i g u r e f i g h t i n g f o r t h e i r 
r i g h t to e m i g r a t e . A f e w m o n t h s ago w h i l e Wiese l v i s i t e d 
Rochester, a w o m a n t o l d h i m of her d a u g h t e r w h o has cancer a n d 
w a s i n t h e Soviet U n i o n . Today, W i e s e l w a s g r a t i f i e d tha t t h e 
d a u g h t e r is n o w here . 

T h o u g h c lear ly Jewish, Wiesel doesn' t b e l o n g to a synagogue ;

yet he s u p p o r t s several yesh ivas (a col lege f o r t r a i n i n g o r t h o d o x 
Rabbis) . H i s p h i l o s o p h y isn' t n e w o r r a d i c a l . Wiese l bel ieves 
despair can be t r a n s m i t t e d i n t o a pos i t ive force a n d overcome w i t h 
c o m p a s s i o n a n d c o m m u n a l s o l i d a r i t y . B e i n g Jewish is ' T o have 
reason to be angry , b u t n o t l e t t i n g y o u r anger d e s t r o y t h e i m a g e 
y o u have of y o u r s e l f o r d i s t o r t y o u . To have reason to hate, b u t 
n o t to hate. To have reason to despair , a n d n o t to despair . " Wiese l 
uses m a d m e n i n h i s w r i t i n g s to s h o w f a i l u r e of r a t i o n a l i s m . 
Because r e a l i t y d i s a p p o i n t e d t h e Jewish d u r i n g t h e H o l o c a u s t , 
W i e s e l "Seeks s o m e t h i n g i n a n o t h e r rea l i ty . " 

W i e s e l ins is ts o n l y t h e s u r v i v o r s of t h e c o n c e n t r a t i o n c a m p s 
c a n have a n accurate u n d e r s t a n d i n g of w h a t h a p p e n e d . H i s g o a l 
is to h e i g h t e n s e n s i t i v i t y . H e c o n t e n d s tha t t h e h u m a n species 
is i n d a n g e r because of t h e a v a i l a b i l i t y of n u c l e a r w e a p o n s t o 
m a n y t h i r d w o r l d n a t i o n s . W o r l d peace s o m e t i m e s s o u n d s l i k e 
a fa i ry tale, h o w e v e r the Jews have a lways of fered h u m a n i t y a w a y 
of a d v a n c i n g . Wiesel has been q u o t e d as say ing " H u m a n i t y [has] 
re fused to be i m p r o v e d . Jews became objects of hate because t h e y 
d i d n ' t y i e l d . M a n w a n t e d to d e s t r o y t h e Jew, t h e Jew r e f u s e d t o 
be beat . " A r h e t o r i c a l q u e s t i o n w h i c h W i e s e l ra ised i n Tuesdays 
press conference w a s " C a n a n y o n e g u a r a n t e e a n u c l e a r m i s s i l e 
w i l l n o t l a u n c h by itself ." T h e real m i r a c l e of seeing Wiese l is t h a t 
h e is Jewish a n d s u r v i v e d t h e a t roc i t ies of t h e H o l o c a u s t . A 
myst ical c o n t r a d i c t i o n can be seen i n Wiesel's eyes. Wiesel believes 
e v e r y col lege s h o u l d have courses d e a l i n g w i t h m e t h o d s to 
p r o m o t e peace. W i t h m a n y t h i r d w o r l d n a t i o n s o b t a i n i n g nuc lear 
t echnology , t h e w o r l d s s e c u r i t y is t h r e a t e n e d . T h e use of n u c l e a r 
w e a p o n s is i m m o r a l based o n t h e c o n c e p t of p r o p o r t i o n a l i t y — a 
p h i l o s o p h i c a l a r g u m e n t against n u c l e a r w e a p o n s based o n t h e i r 
h o r r i b l e des t ruct ive capabi l i t ies . A c c o r d i n g to the just w a r theory , 
w a r is a n o t last resort , a peaceful e n d m u s t be possible . "We m u s t 
educate o u r s e l f against t h e n u c l e a r danger . " Society m u s t l e a r n 
to l i v e i n peace. T h e r e are n o w i n n e r s i n n u c l e a r o r c o n v e n t i o n a l 
war .

T h e T u i t i o n I n c r e a s e D e b a t e 
William J. Bennett, Secretary of Education—An Editorial And A RIT Reply 

It's that time of the year. The sun has begun 
to shine and everyone has received their let-
ter confirming next years tuition increases. 
To help bring out some of the conflicting 
issues behind tuition increases Reporter 
has printed two different views of this issue. 

First, reprinted with permission from 
the February 18, 1987 issue of the New 
York Times is an editorial by William J. 
Bennett, Secretary of Education, entitled 
'Our Greedy CMleges.' Bennett argues that 
increases in financial aid has justified tui-

tion increases. This claim is very short 
sighted, and at best politically lame. 
Bennett also claims that higher education 
is 'under-accountable and under-
productive. . . . They (the students) 
deserve an education commensurate with 
the large sums paid by parents and tax-
payers aruidonors. 'Mr. Bennetts argument 
is limited in scope but provides good food 

for thought. 

Reporter asked William Dempsey, Vice 
President of Finance and Administration 

for a reply to Mr Bennett's editorial. 
Richard II. Lindner, Assistant to the Vice 
President of Finance and Administration 
and Parvesh Sign, Director of Financial 
Aid provided the response. 

It is Reporter's hope that these two 
editorials will provide a better understan-
ding of tuition increases and general pro-
blems that financially plaque institutes of 
higher education. —Fd.

W A S H I N G T O N - M a n y o f o u r colleges 
are at i t again . A s t h e y have d o n e a n n u a l -
ly f o r t h e past six years , t h e y h a v e b e g u n 
t o u n v e i l t u i t i o n increases t h a t far 
o u t s t r i p t h e i n f l a t i o n rate . N e x t year , t u i -
t i o n is e x p e c t e d t o rise six t o e i g h t 
p e r c e n t — e v e n t h o u g h i n f l a t i o n d u r i n g 
1986 was a b o u t 1.8 p e r c e n t . 

Yale 's p r e s i d e n t , B e n n o C . S c h m i d t 
Jr., a t t r i b u t e s his u n i v e r s i t y ' s t u i t i o n h i k e 
i n p a r t t o " c o n t i n u i n g c u t b a c k s o f 
g o v e r n m e n t a l s u p p o r t f o r s t u d e n t a i d . " 
T h i s assert ion flies i n t h e face o f t h e facts. 
S ince 1982, m o n e y a v a i l a b l e t h r o u g h 
Federal s t u d e n t a i d p r o g r a m s has increas-
e d e v e r y s ingle year . O v e r a l l , F e d e r a l 
o u t l a y s f o r s t u d e n t a i d are u p 57 p e r c e n t 
since 1980. S ince 1980, i n f l a t i o n has been 
j u s t 26 p e r c e n t . T h a t is w h y t h e f o r m e r 
c h a i r m a n o f t h e Senate B u d g e t C o m -
m i t t e , Pete V . D o m e n i c i , R e p u b l i c a n o f 
N e w M e x i c o recent ly dismissed t h e c l a i m 
o f h u g e c u t s i n s t u d e n t a i d p r o g r a m s as 
a " m y t h . " 

I f a n y t h i n g , increases i n f i n a n c i a l a i d 
i n recent years h a v e e n a b l e d colleges a n d 
univers i t ies b l i t h e l y t o raise t h e i r t u i t i o n s , 
c o n f i d e n t t h a t Federa l l o a n subsidies 
w o u l d h e l p c u s h i o n t h e increase. I n 1978, 
subsidies became avai lable t o a great ly ex-
p a n d e d n u m b e r o f s tudents , i n 1980, c o l -
lege t u i t i o n s b e g a n r i s i n g year af ter year 
at a ra te t h a t exceeded i n f l a t i o n . Federa l 
s t u d e n t a i d po l i c ies d o n o t cause col lege 

p r i c e i n f l a t i o n b u t t h e r e is l i t t l e d o u b t 
t h a t t h e y h e l p m a k e i t poss ib le . 

A t t h e same t i m e t h a t h i g h e r educa-
t i o n has been c u t t i n g a bigger piece o f t h e 
Federa l p i e , i t has also r e c e i v e d huge i n -
f u s i o n s o f cash f r o m state g o v e r n m e n t s , 
c o r p o r a t i o n s , f r o m f o u n d a t i o n s a n d f r o m 
l o y a l a l u m n i . T h e t o t a l increase i n h igher 
e d u c a t i o n s p e n d i n g f r o m a l l these n o n -
Federa l sources is s t a g g e r i n g . S p e n d i n g 
f o r h i g h e r e d u c a t i o n n o w c o n s u m e s 
a b o u t 40 p e r c e n t o f a l l m o n e y spent i n 
A m e r i c a f o r e d u c a t i o n . 

I t is b y n o means clear t h a t t h e per-
f o r m a n c e o f m a n y o f o u r colleges a n d 
u n i v e r s i t i e s jus t i f i es t h i s leve l o f e x p e n -
d i t u r e . A s I sa id o n t h e o c c a s i o n o f 
H a r v a r d ' s 3 5 0 t h a n n i v e r s a r y , t o o m a n y 
s tudents fa i l t o receive t h e e d u c a t i o n t h e y 
deserve at o u r nat ions 's un ivers i t i e s . T h e 
real p r o b l e m is n o t lack o f m o n e y b u t 
f a i l u r e o f v i s i o n . 

U n f o r t u n a t e l y , w h e n i t comes t o 
h i g h e r e d u c a t i o n , t h i s d i s t i n c t i o n is f re-
q u e n t l y lost . S t a n f o r d U n i v e r s i t y ' s vague 
j u s t i f i c a t i o n f o r increased c h a r g e s — " n e w 
k n o w l e g e is i n h e r e n t l y m o r e expiensive"-
- o n l y u n d e r s c o r e s t h e lack o f focus a n d 
p u r p o s e at some o f o u r m o s t p r e s t i g i o u s 
u n i v e r s i t i e s . 

H i g h e r e d u c a t i o n is n o t u n d e r f u n d e d . 
I t is u n d e r - a c c o u n t a b l e a n d u n d e r p r o -
d u c t i v e . O u r s t u d e n t s deserve b e t t e r 
t h a n t h i s . T h e y deserve a n e d u c a t i o n 
c o m m e n s u r a t e w i t h t h e large sums p a i d 
b y p a r e n t s a n d t a x p a y e r s a n d d o n o r s . 

T h a t o u r univers i t i es are places w h e r e 

s tudents c a n receive a g o o d e d u c a t i o n , o r 
at least l e a r n a l o t , 1 h a v e n o d o u b t . B u t 
t o o o f t e n o u r u n i v e r s i t i e s leave e d u c t i o n 
t o c h a n c e - a g o o d professor here a n d a 
great course t h e r e . T h e r e is t o o l i t t l e real 
a n d s u s t a i n e d a t t e n t i o n t o e d u c a t i o n i n 
t h e b r o a d e r sense, t o m a k i n g sure t h a t 
w h e n o u r s t u d e n t s leave after f o u r years 
t h e y leave as e d u c a t e d m e n a n d w o m e n . 

I t is also false t o assert, as some h a v e , 
t h a t t h e R e a g a n A d m i n i s t r a t i o n ' s s t u -
d e n t a i d pol i c ies d e p r i v e d i s a d v a n t a g e d 
s tudents o f t h e o p p o r t u n i t y t o a t t e n d c o l -
lege. I n fact , t h e A d m i n i s t r a t i o n has c o n -
s i s ten t ly s o u g h t t o r e d i r e c t a i d t o t h e 
neediest s t u d e n t s . 

U n d e r t h e A d m i n i s t r a t i o n ' s f iscal 
1988 b u d g e t p r o p o s a l , a l l s t u d e n t s 
present ly rece iv ing a id w o u l d c o n t i n u e t o 
be e l i g i b l e f o r t h e same d o l l a r a m o u n t o f 
a i d . O n e i n six o f a l l col lege s t u d e n t s 
w o u l d s t i l l be e l i g i b l e t o receive F e d e r a l 
g r a n t s . T h o s e less needy w o u l d s t i l l h a v e 
access t o a i d i n t h e f o r m o f l o a n s . 

O n e p a r t i c u l a r A d m i n i s t r a t i o n p r o -
p o s a l , i n c o m e C o n t i n g e n t L o a n s , 
represents t h e most serious a t t e m p t t o i m -
p r o v e s t u d e n t a i d i n 15 years . T h e l o a n s 
w o u l d p e r m i t r e p a y m e n t schedules t o be 
t a i l o r e d t o a s t u d e n t ' s i n c o m e . A 
graduate ' s p a y m e n t w o u l d never h a v e t o 
exceed 15 percent o f his ad justed gross i n -
c o m e , a n d h e c o u l d h a v e as l o n g as 
necessary t o r e p a y . 

A n a d v a n t a g e o f t h e a d m i n i s t r a t i o n ' s 
p r o p o s a l s is t h a t t h e y w o u l d h e l p m a k e 
colleges a n d u n i v e r s i t i e s a c c o u n t a b l e t o 
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t h e p r i m e benef ic iar ies o f t h e i r services— 
t h e s t u d e n t s . 

Because s tudents w o u l d pay a m a r k e t -
based i n t e r e s t r a t e , t h e y w o u l d hear t h e 
t r u e cost o f b o r r o w i n g t h e a d d i t i o n a l 
c a p i t a l n e e d e d t o f i n a n c e t u i t i o n i n -
creases. Ins tead o f i n s u l a t i n g colleges a n d 
u n i v e r s i t i e s f r o m such m a r k e t forces, t h e 
A d m i n i s t r a t i o n ' s pol ic ies w o u l d m a k e 
colleges a n d u n i v e r s i t i e s m o r e r e a d i l y 
a c c o u n t a b l e t o t h e m . 

H i g h e r e d u c a t i o n c lear ly p r o v i d e s 
benefi ts t o society i n general . Recogniz ing 
t h i s , t h e A m e r i c a n people have generous-
ly p r o v i d e d t h e tax d o l l a r s , g r a n t s a n d 
h i g h l y subs id ized loans necessary t o sup-
p o r t h i g h e r e d u c a t i o n . B u t t h e c h i e f 
benef i c ia r ies o f a col lege e d u c a t i o n are 
t h e s t u d e n t s . O n a v e r a g e , c o l l e g e 
graduates e a r n 640,000 d o l l a r s m o r e o v e r 
t h e i r l i f e t i m e s t h a n n o n g r a d u a t e s d o . I t 
is s i m p l y n o t fa i r t o ask t a x p a y e r s , m a n y 
o f w h o m d o n o t go t o col lege , t o pay 
m o r e t h a n t h e i r fa i r share o f t h e t u i t i o n 
b u r d e n . 

T h e A d m i n i s t r a t i o n ' s p r o p o s a l s seek 
t o ba lance t h e benef i t o f l o a n subsidies t o 
s tudents w i t h t h e i r cost t o taxpayers . O u r 
colleges a n d u n i v e r s i t i e s s h o u l d he m o r e 
w i l l i n g t o s h o u l d e r t h e i r r e s p o n s i b i l i t i e s 
t o s t u d e n t s , t h e i r fami l ies a n d t a x p a y e r s . 
T o o o f t e n , these r e s p o n s i b i l i t i e s h a v e 
b e e n e v a d e d . T h i s w e c a n n o l o n g e r 
a f f o r d .
